Surface Preparation

Old surface For coated wood or wood with old or peeling paint film or old wood with no coating.
Sand with abrasive paper to the wood surface.

Sand over the painted film with  TOA abrasive paper no. 240-320

then clean the surface to remove grease, dust, oil or dirt.

New surface 1. Use TOA abrasive paper no. 240 – 320 to sand the wood surface until smooth.
2. Fill all wood crack and hole by filler.

3. Sand again until the smooth surface is obtained.
4. Clean the surface until no dust remain.

Coating system

Primer Apply by brush with TOA Wood Preservative 1 coat. (Recoatable time is at least 30 minutes)
